The adventure will begin with a guided visit to all three pyramids: The Great Pyramid of Khufu, the Pyramid
of Khafre, and the Pyramid of Menkaure. Amongst all that, learn about their fascinating history and
construction. Stand in awe before the majestic Sphinx, the mysterious guardian of the pyramids, and uncover
the secrets of the ancient pharaohs.

Next, feel the thrill of an adventurous desert safari around the pyramids, either inside a strong and wild 4x4
vehicle or on a traditional camel. Experience stunning, panoramic views of golden sands and great
monuments, taking some of the most captured photographs. Optional extra-adventurous activities like
sandboarding or quad biking can be opted for. After an adrenaline rush, you will indulge in a delicious hearty
Egyptian lunch in one of the local restaurants, enjoying their substantial traditional food.
