The granite quarries here were akey source of
material for the grand temples and obelisks, especially during the New Kingdom.

Philae Temple: Your journey continues to Philae Temple, a magnificent example of Greco-Roman
architecture, dedicated to the worship of the goddess Isis. The temple is famous for its association with the
myth of Isis, Osiris, and Horus.

After the tour, return to the cruise ship for adelicious lunch. Enjoy some free time to explore Aswan at your
leisure before being treated to afantastic dinner aboard the cruise.
