The region
also has some remains of temples for King Teti from the Old Kingdom and Pepi |.

Suez Canal, which is one of the most significant international corridors, that helps to connect Europe with the
oil-producing countries known as the Gulf countries, far east and India and saves above sixty thousand miles
for boats instead of going around the cape of good hope in South Africa.

The canal facilitated trade between East and West and allowed importers and exporters to reduce the time
and effort required to deliver goods between countries, prompting Egypt to engage in a series of battles with
various countries vying for control of this key passageway, especialy in times of war.
