the Queen's Chamber, and the Grand Gallery. The King's Chamber is the largest and most ornate, with a red
granite sarcophagus where the pharaoh's body was placed. The Queen's Chamber is smaller and less
decorated.

After that, you will enjoy a camel ride in Giza is a unique and popular activity for visitors to Egypt. The
Pyramids of Giza make for a stunning backdrop as you ride through the desert on the back of a camel.

There are several free activities you can do at the Pyramids of Giza in Cairo, Egypt. Here are some
suggestions:
