The Great Sphinx,
which is said to have been sculpted from bedrock in honor of the same king and features a man-headed lion,
symbolizing strength, will also be visited. You will then continue to the high plateau for a panoramic view of
all three Giza Pyramids before indulging in a camel ride around them.

Everybody wants to know what is inside the Giza pyramid, we will take you inside the pyramid, there are
three main chambers: the King's Chamber, the Queen's Chamber, and the Grand Gallery. The King's
Chamber is the largest and most ornate, with a red granite sarcophagus where the pharaoh's body was placed.
The Queen's Chamber is smaller and less decorated, and its purpose is still a matter of debate among
archaeologists. The Grand Gallery is a long, sloping corridor that leads up to the King's Chamber.

After that, you will enjoy a camel ride in Giza is a unique and popular activity for visitors to Egypt. The
Pyramids of Giza make for a stunning backdrop as you ride through the desert on the back of a camel.

There are several free activities you can do at the Pyramids of Giza in Cairo, Egypt. Here are some
suggestions:
