The official new Alamein City and the El Alamein military museum were inaugurated by our president, El
Sisi, in March 2018. It is located on the Mediterranean west of Borg Al Arab International Airport. It is still
under construction and surrounded by two of the major cities, Matrouh and Alexandria, which is one of our
day trips. the city possesses its presidential palace and ministry edifice, as well as the soon inauguration of
three big universities and fifteen skyscrapers.

El Alamein tours

Our Egypt Tours will help you Visit ElAlamein,n which is one of Egypt's richest cities, to learn about the two
famous battles that happened during World War II. Which began in 1942 and had taken place for 27
days, after 3 months of keeping the enemy backward, the Allies attacked for the second time for 13 days.
This obliged the Allied forces to push back the Axis powers for an ultimate defeat in Tunisia. it is estimated
that 13,000 Allied soldiers were killed and 70,000 were wounded in the battle. Experience with Cairo Top
Tours is one of the unique trips we organize to learn about all the historical events that this city witnessed. 

El Alamein possesses the famous Commonwealth Warr Cemetery, which includes the graves and memorials
of many British, Australian, and New Zealand soldiers. There is also the El Alamein Military Museum,
which is considered a memorial for the battle and houses lots of original war vehicles, weapons, uniforms,
and records. It covered most of the story of World War II in North Africa from all sides and stands on the site
where the actual battle took place.

The War Museum, Military Cemetery, El Alamein War, German War Memorial, German War Memorial
Beach, and Monument honoring the Italians are just a few of the amazing sites to explore while there.

Military graves of the Italian and German armies can be found atop Tel el-Eisa Hill, which is situated beyond
the town. The German cemetery was built to resemble an ossuary, a walled, medieval fortress.
