In addition to seeing these incredible structures up close, you will also get a chance to visit Memphis—an
ancient city that served as the capital of Egypt during its Old Kingdom period (2686 - 2181 B.C.). You'll also
have time at Saggara—an important necropolis located in southern Egypt which is famous for its step
pyramid built by King Djoser in 2630 BC and was used as a burial ground for many pharaohs. Enter also one
of the tombs of the nobles in Saggara which belongs to the son-in-law of King Teti of the 6th dynasty.
