Thisis one
reason why the pyramid has not survived as well asits counterparts at Giza and elsewhere in Egypt.

Day 03: The National Museum of Egyptian Civilization
(NMEC)

tour to (NMEC),

The museum showcases a vast collection of artifacts, including scul ptures, paintings, pottery, and jewelry,
dating back to prehistoric times up to the present day.
