Afterward, the journey will continue to visit Salah
El Din Citadel, which he started constructing on the Mokattam Mountain in the year 572 AH/1176 AD ina
place known as the Dome of the Air. Then, you'll head to the market of Khan El Khalil.The market of Khan
El Khalil isahistoric bazaar located in the heart of I1slamic Cairo. It is one of the oldest and most famous
markets in the Middle East, Finally, you'll go back to the hotel.

Day 4: Visit The City of Luxor and The East Bank

After finishing breakfast, you'll pack your bags and head to Cairo Airport to catch aflight to Luxor, where
you'll begin anew Egypt luxury tour adventure. The first stop will be the Temple of Karnak, where the
Egyptians celebrate the phenomenon of the sun being perpendicular to the temple on December 21 of each
year between six to eight in the morning. Next, you'll visit the Temple of Luxor isalarge ancient Egyptian
temple located on the east bank of the Nile River in Luxor. It was built during the New Kingdom era, with
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construction beginning in the 14th century BC.

After the visit, you'll return to your Luxor Nile cruise in the evening to enjoy the breathtaking view of the
Nile at night.

Day 5: The West Bank of Luxor

Next destination, you'll head to the Hatshepsut Temple, which was
built during the 15 years of Queen Hatshepsut's reign by Sinemet, Finally, you'll visit the Colossi of
Memnon, two massive stone statues of the pharaoh Amenhotep 111, which were once part of alarge temple
complex. From there, you'll return to your cruise to have arest after along day of exploring Luxor's ancient
wonders.

Day 6: Edfu and Kom Ombo Temples

After breakfast on board the cruise, you'll start the day by visiting the Edfu Temple. The templeis dedicated
to the god Horus, who was considered the protector of the pharaohs. It is one of the best-preserved ancient
Egyptian temples . After that you'll head to the Komombo Temple, The temple features impressive carvings
and inscriptions that depict the daily life of the pharaohs and the worship of the two gods.

After the visit, you'll have lunch on board the cruise, which will then sail towards Aswan. Aswan isa
beautiful city located on the Nile River in southern Egypt, known for its stunning natural scenery, ancient
monuments, and vibrant culture.

Day 7: Aswan Day Tours

of the twentieth century in terms of architecture and engineering. It was built in the 1960s to control the flow
of the Nile River and generate hydroelectric power.

Next, you'll explore The Incomplete Obelisk isamassive ancient Egyptian obelisk located in the northern
region of the stone quarries of Aswan, Egypt.

The temple complex consists of two
temples, the Great Temple of Ramses |1 and the Small Temple of Hathor. The Great Temple features four
massive statues of Ramses |1, each standing at 20 meterstall, and the walls are adorned with intricate
carvings and paintings that depict scenes from the pharaoh's life and the ancient Egyptian religion.

After the visit, you'll be transferred to the airport to take aflight to Cairo. Upon arrival at Cairo Airport,
you'll be taken to your hotel for breakfast only. Cairo is abustling city that isfamous for its ancient
monuments, vibrant culture, and modern lifestyle.
