It will contain rare antiquities on its flanks from
prehistoric times until now and is scheduled to open in the Museum of Civilization after the transfer of royal
mummies from the Egyptian Museum in Tahrir.

One of the highlights of the NMEC is the Royal Mummies Hall, which houses the mummified remains of
several ancient Egyptian pharaohs and queens, including Ramses 11 and Hatshepsut.

After that, we will take you to the Suez Canal in the Ismailia government. Ismailia Governorate is one of the
governorates located on the eastern border of the Republic of Egypt in the middle of the Suez Canal, and is
inhabited by about one million and three hundred thousand people, and includes a conservative part of the
Sinal Peninsula after the administrative division in 1979.

Next, you'll enjoy views of the Mediterranean Sea before visiting the Citadel of Qaitbay, established in 1477
on the site where the legendary Pharos lighthouse once stood. After lunch at a nearby restaurant, you'll
continue your tour with visits to the Alexandria Library and the Abu Al-Abbas Al-Mursi Mosque.
