Day 1: Arrival

Day 6: Transfer to Aswan

salvage campaign. The temple was one of the last places where the ancient Egyptian religion was practiced.

Day 7: Kom Ombo, sailing to Edfu Temple

of Aswan. There, you'll marvel at the templ€e's stunning architecture. Later in the day, you'll set sail to Edfu.

Visit the Valley of the Kings and experience an exciting day. the Vali of the Kingsis an ancient royal burial
ground located on the west bank of the Nile River in Luxor, Egypt. It was used as a burial site for pharachs
and royalty during the New Kingdom period, during your visit to the Valley of the Kings, you'll have the
opportunity to see the outside of many tombs and learn about their history from your guide. You'll also get to
explore the inside of three of the tombs and see the impressive artwork and carvingsinside. Finaly, you'll
visit the most famous tombs, including those of King Tutmos |, King Tutmos 111, and King Tut Ankh-
Ammon. After admiring the Temple of Queen Hatshepsut, a stunning structure built by the only female
pharaoh of ancient Egypt, we'll take you to see the Colossi of Memnon in the morning. Afterward, we'll treat
you to adelicious lunch at alocal restaurant before returning you to your hotel in Luxor. In the evening, well
transport you back to your cruise ship to spend the night.
