Day 2 – Giza pyramids tour

Enjoy a delicious breakfast at the Cairo hotel before setting off on your amazing Cairo Day Tours. When you
start your sightseeing at the Giza Plateau, your tour guide will pick you up and take you there. He will give
explanations concerning the pyramids, such as the justifications for their construction and potential
construction techniques.

The Great Pyramid of King Cheops will allow you to wander around its base and even climb a few steps up.
You can take pictures while atop the pyramids with the help of our tour guide. After that, you'll be transferred
to visit the Great Sphinx, Chephren, and Mycerinus pyramids. The Valley Temple of King Chephren, which
is situated across from the magnificent Sphinx statue, will be your final stop. You can enjoy a camel or a
horse ride to see these stunning sites (Optional activity).  

You will leave Giza after finishing your tour and go to Sakkara, which is one of the most historically
significant archaeological sites of ancient Egypt. When you arrive, you will see the step pyramid complex
that King Zoser constructed and learn about the development of the ancient Egyptian royal tomb. You will
have the chance to tour 11 royal pyramids in Saqqara and go on an excursion to see King Teti's pyramid's
inside. We'll take you inside one of the aristocrats' tombs. Through the inscriptions and paintings on the walls
and passageways of these 4,000-year-old tombs, you can get a glimpse into everyday life in ancient Egypt.

You can continue your tour of Memphis after indulging in a delectable lunch at a local restaurant. Once you
reach the ancient city, you will visit the outdoor museum and see stunning sculptures like the second-largest
Sphinx in the world after the one in Giza, the alabaster sphinx, and the colossal statue of Ramses II.

You'll finally be driven back to your accommodation in Cairo, which is close to the pyramids.

Day 3 – Tour to the Egyptian Museum and Old Cairo

Enjoy a delicious breakfast at your Cairo hotel, and get ready for your private tour. You will meet your
licensed tour guide, who will take you to the Egyptian Museum, which houses an exceptional collection of
ancient Egyptian artifacts and statues, such as coffins, royal mummies, and jewels from King Tutankhamun's
royal treasure. 

After a delicious lunch at a top-notch restaurant, our guide will join you as you tour the Citadel of Saladin,
which includes the Alabaster Mosque that Mohamed Ali Basha, the country's founding father. This will give
you the chance to experience the glitz and glitter of this time in Egyptian history before taking in the
beautiful panoramic view of Islamic Cairo, which includes a number of mosques, stunning minarets, and
historic domes.

After touring the Citadel, your private driver and guide will take you on an amazing tour of Cairo that
includes stops at the Hanging Church, the Church of St. Sergius, the ancient Synagogue of Ben Ezra, and the

Babylonian fortification. Your day of sightseeing will come to a conclusion at Khan El Khalili Bazaar. You
will visit Khan El Khalili.
