The area was once
home to the city of Nebo, which witnessed significant historical events, including battles inscribed on the
obelisk of King Mesha, the King of Moab. The city was eventually abandoned, and in the 4th century AD, a
Christian Bedouin tribe built a church there.

The Dead Sea:

Visit the Dead Sea, a closed salt 1ake located within the Jordan Valley in the Syrian-African fissure,
straddling the border between Jordan and historical Palestine (the West Bank and Palestine). The Dead Seais
renowned for being the lowest point on Earth's surface, with its beach level approximately 400 meters below
sealevel.

After the day's exploration, you will be taken back for an overnight stay.

Day 11: ( Petra tour)
