Day 1: Getting onboard of the Nile Cruise / Luxor East Bank

magnificent Temple of Horus. This colossal temple dedicated to the falcon god Horus stands as one of
Egypt's most complete and best-preserved structures. The Ptolemaic Temple of Horus was constructed on the
site of an older temple and showcases the grandeur of ancient Egyptian architecture, built between the reigns
of Ptolemy III and Ptolemy IV.

Sail towards Kom Ombo during lunch on board the Nile cruise, taking in the picturesque views along the
way. Once you arrive, explore the remarkable Temple of Kom Ombo, situated 40 kilometers north of Aswan.
This ancient temple was devoted to the gods Sobek and Horus during the Ptolemaic and Roman eras. Admire
the intricate carvings and fascinating history that unfold within its walls.

After a day filled with awe-inspiring discoveries, return to the comfort of the cruise ship for a delightful
dinner and a relaxing sail to Aswan, where you will spend the night.

Day 4: Abu Simbel Temples and Aswan Island Discovery
