Day 1 - Cairo: Arrival, egyptiam museum

comfort and style to your accommodation at the Swiss Inn Hotel in Cairo.

Next, we'll visit the renowned Egyptian Museum, also known as the Museum of Cairo. This museum,
situated in Cairo, Egypt, boasts an abundant collection of ancient Egyptian artifacts. With 120,000 itemsin
its possession, it showcases a representative selection, while the rest are stored safely. Established in 1901 by
Italian builders Garozzo-Zaffarani and designed by French architect Marcel Dourgnon, the structure is one of
the region's largest museums. As of March 2019, the museum has been open to the public. However, by
2020, the new Grand Egyptian Museum at Gizais set to take over itsrole.

Following our museum visit, we will savor ameal at alocal restaurant before returning to your hotel for a
relaxing overnight stay.

Day 2 - Giza pyramids and citadel

According to legend,
Cleopatra herself once swam here. We'll take alunch break at this point, giving you a chance to savor some
local Siwan cuisine.

Next, we head to the Great Sand Seafor athrilling desert adventure. Explore the landscape via a Jeep 4x4
and try sandboarding on some of Egypt's best dunes, located right next to Siwa Oasis.

Our final stop for the day is Bir Waheed, a hot and cold spring. Relax with a cup of traditional Bedouin tea
before we set up camp.
