Continue your day journey to Alexandriafrom Cairo to view the Citadel of Qaitbay, built on the site of the
historic Lighthouse Pharos, which is now destroyed but was once considered one of the Seven Wonders of
the Ancient World.

Cave Church as well. Before being taken to your hotel for the night, have lunch.
