Luxor
Temple, dating back to 1400 B.C., was built as a center for worshiping Amun-Ra, the Sun God and the chief
deity in ancient Egyptian religion.

Next, you will proceed to the majestic Karnak Temple complex, initially constructed by King Amenhotep IV.
Known as Ipet Isu, meaning "the most select of places," Karnak is an awe-inspiring site that showcases the
grandeur of ancient Egyptian architecture and religious beliefs.

After the East Bank tour, you will be transferred to your hotel in Luxor for check-in and a comfortable
overnight stay.
