We head to Jerash, located in
the foothills of Mount Gilead, an ancient city reminiscent of the Roman Empire.

As one of the largest and best-preserved sites of Roman architecture outside of Italy, its splendor can be seen
in the colonnaded streets, the Nymphaeum, and the Temple of Artemis. The next stop is Ajloun, the large
12th-century Islamic castle built around 1184/85 by the famous Islamic leader Salah al-Din. Back to Amman
and overnight.

Day 10: Dead Sea in Jordan

After breakfast, head to Mount Nebo, the place where the Prophet M oses |ooked at the Promised Land before
his death and his alleged burial place. Y ou visit the ancient monastery and overlook the Jordan Valley, the
Dead Sea, Jericho and Jerusalem. After that, we move to Madaba, where we find the famous mosaic map of
Palestine dating back to the sixth century in the Church of St. George.

Then head to the Dead Sea. Located at the lowest point on earth and rich in various minerals with medicinal
properties, this place has developed into a health spa-like hotspot. The mineral concentration in the mud is
used for therapeutic and cosmetic purposes. It is said that Queen Cleopatra and Sheba both knew the value of
thisruin and used it. It is called the Dead Sea because the salt concentration istoo high for lifeto exist in this
water, and it is easy to float on it. Get ready to swim and relax in the mud before returning to Amman.
