The temple of Kalabsha:

One of Lower Nubia's most exquisite and comprehensive temples is Kalabsha Temple. It was constructed
under the first Roman emperor, Augustus (30 BC–14 AD), and was mostly devoted to the Nubian deity
Mandulis, as well as ancient Egyptian deities such as Isis and her husband Osiris. at the end of your tour, you
will be taken back again to your hotel to drop you off.
