Itinerary

Day 01: Karnak & Luxor Temples Tour

Upon arrival at Safaga Port, a Cairo Top Tours representative will greet you with a sign bearing your name
and assist you with our Safaga Shore Excursions. Embark on a private overnight tour to Luxor, a three-hour



drive in a comfortable, air-conditioned vehicle.

Your adventure begins with a visit to Karnak Temple, renowned as the largest man-made religious site
globally, where you can marvel at its grand hall of colossal columns. Enjoy a delicious lunch before heading
to Luxor Temple, a remarkable structure that also houses a church and a mosque from later periods. This
temple, built by Amenhotep III and his successors, is a significant highlight of the city.

Conclude your day with an overnight stay in Luxor.

Day 02: Luxor West Bank Tour

After enjoying a hearty breakfast at your hotel, your Luxor adventure continues with a visit to the West Bank
of Luxor, where you'll explore several remarkable sites:

Hatshepsut's Temple: Also known as El Deir El Bahri, this stunning temple was carved into the
mountainside and constructed by Queen Hatshepsut, one of Egypt's most formidable female rulers from the
15th century B.C.

The Valley of the Kings: This sacred burial ground, chosen by the Pharaohs of the New Kingdom, features
over 62 tombs intricately decorated with vivid paintings and filled with treasures intended for the afterlife.
The tomb of King Tutankhamun, discovered almost intact in 1922, is among the most famous.

The Colossi of Memnon: These two massive statues are all that remains of the mortuary temple of
Amenhotep III, standing proudly as enduring symbols of ancient grandeur.

After exploring these historic treasures, you'll head back to Safaga Port to rejoin your cruise ship.
