Day 1 : Arrive Cairo - Check-in

Upon arrival at Cairo International Airport, arepresentative from Cairo Top Tours will greet you and assist
with a smooth entry and exit process. Y ou will then be transported to your hotel in a comfortable, air-
conditioned vehicle.

Once at the hotel, your tour guide will review your itinerary for the Cairo, Nile Cruise & Red Sea Tour and
confirm all pickup times for your Egypt travel package. They will also help you with a quick check-in
process.

For your first evening, you can either spend it at leisure or choose to book a tour for the Sound and Light
Show at the Giza Pyramids area.

Y ou will be spending the night at a hotel in Cairo, and your hotel will provide you with a welcome drink.

Day 2: Giza Pyramids & Sphinx and Sakkara tour

Upon arrival at Cairo International Airport, arepresentative from Cairo Top Tourswill greet you with asign
displaying your name. They will then transport you to your hotel in a private, air-conditioned vehicle. When
you reach the hotel, the representative will assist you with a quick and smooth check-in process.

For your first evening, you can choose to either relax or request to visit the Sound and Light Show at the
GizaPyramids area.

The next day, you will start with breakfast at the hotel, followed by a meeting with your private Egyptol ogist
guide from Cairo Top Tours. They will take you through the Giza Pyramids, providing information about the
Great Pyramid of King Cheops and his successors, Chephren and Mycerinus. The guide will also help you
capture memorable photos, and you may opt for a camel ride (additional activity) in the Giza Pyramids area.

Afterward, you will visit the famous Sphinx, which has been guarding the necropolis for over 4,500 years.
Y ou will then proceed to the Valley Temple of King Chephren to learn about the mummification processin
ancient Egypt. The pyramid complex of King Khafre is the only one that is mostly intact, and the valley
temple was used for pre-burial rituals.

The Giza Pyramids tour will offer a panoramic view of al the pyramids, allowing you to take unforgettable
photographs.

You will also visit the open-air museum at the site of the ancient capital of Memphis, where you can see the
alabaster sphinx statue of Ramses 1.

After lunch, you will visit Saggara, one of the most valuable archaeological sitesin Egypt. Here, you will see
the Step Pyramid Complex, the pyramid of King Djoser, and have the opportunity to go inside the Pyramid
of Teti and one of the tombs of the Nobles, such as the Kagemni tomb.



At the end of the day, you will return to your hotel in Cairo, where you will spend the night.

Included meals; Breakfast and lunch.

Day 3: Cairo sightseeing tour

After enjoying an open buffet breakfast at your hotel in Cairo, you will continue your Egypt tour package
with the assistance of your private tour guide. Y our first stop will be the Egyptian Museum, where you can
witness the largest collection of Egyptian antiquities in the world, spread across two floors. Thisincludes the
magnificent royal treasures of King Tutankhamun, which were discovered intact. The museum is enriched
with royal mummies, massive statues, royal golden possessions, and beautifully designed accessories of the
Egyptian queens.

Following your tour of the Egyptian Museum, you will explore Coptic Cairo. Thisincludes avisit to the
Hanging Church, constructed above the towers of the ancient Roman fortress of Babylon, as well asthe
Church of Abu Serga, where you can view the crypt that housed the Holy Family during a period of
persecution. Y our Coptic Cairo tour will also take you to the Ben Ezra Synagogue, where the Pharaoh's
daughter is said to have discovered the basket containing baby Mosesin the Nile.

After enjoying your lunch at a nearby restaurant, you will be accompanied by a personal driver and guide to
visit the Citadel of Saladin. Inside the Alabaster Mosque, you can witness a breathtaking view of the historic
mosques, domes, and minarets that make up Islamic Cairo, making this attraction a standout among all Cairo
excursions. The mosque, designed with Turkish architecture, was constructed by Mohamed Ali in 1805.

Y ou will then be taken to your Islamic Cairo tour, where you can explore the walls, gates, and old streets of
Fatimid Cairo. Additionally, you will have a unique shopping experience at the Khan El Khalili Bazaar in
Cairo.

In the evening, you have the option to take atour and have dinner on aNile cruise in Cairo.

Day 04: Cairo to Aswan and Embarkation to your Nile cruise

After enjoying your buffet breakfast at the hotel, you will be transferred to Cairo Airport by the tour leader
from Cairo Top Toursto catch your flight to Aswan or Luxor, depending on the organization of your
program.

The Unfinished Obelisk: This represents the intelligence of the Egyptiansin creating a massive obelisk from
granite stone.



The Temple of Philae: Also known asthe Isis Temple, its walls contain scenes from the myth of Isis bringing
Osiris back to life, surrounded by the Nile and beautiful nature.

After these visits, you will be transferred to your Nile cruise ship, where you will spend the night in Aswan,
above the Nile River.

Included meals: Breakfast, lunch, and dinner.

Day 05: Aswan Tours/ Kom Ombo and Edfu temples

After spending acalm night sailing on the Nile River, you will start your day with a delicious breakfast on
board the cruise. Y our tour guide will then accompany you to explore the Kom Ombo Temple, which was
dedicated to the worship of the two gods, Sobek and Horus.

Following your visit to the Kom Ombo Temple, you will transfer back to your cruise to enjoy your lunch and
sail to Edfu. At Edfu, you will visit the Temple of Horus, one of the most well-preserved templesin Egypt,
which has been meticulously maintained by the Egyptian authorities to preserve its beauty.

After you visit the Temple of Horus, you will return to your cruise to have dinner and enjoy afolkloric show.

Day 6: West Bank of Luxor
